Present a course annually, the Sociology of Terrorism that I developed and first taught in spring, 2001 to address what was then a developing transnational issue.  I was working with foreign countries and INTERPOL, and observed a lack of unifying policy and action toward this threat.  That course has evolved as our understanding of terrorism had developed.  Each semester I teach a graduate course in Bioterrorism that I developed for a Master’s Program in the Medical School in 2004.  The course was based on my work with Sandia National Laboratory to develop detection, response, and mitigation to nuclear, chemical, radiological, and bioterrorism at the U.S. Bullion Depository and Fort Knox, and other facilities.  Developed and taught two courses: Transnational Crime Control and Comparative Law Enforcement Systems to address the emerging, but seldom discussed issue about transnational crime, and a general response to those crimes  
Provide advice and comment on issues of transnational crime control, specifically financial crimes.  Selected as a Fulbright specialist in this area, and provide advice to foreign law enforcement officials on transnational crime matters.  For example, I was a founding advisor to the Radiological Threat Awareness Coalition, whose function is to promote understanding of the radiological terrorist threat, response, and mitigation.
