At the University of Sao Paulo acted as Professor of Public Health and Community Medicine from 1961 to 1972.  Developed studies on primary health care, community medicine and coordinated training programs in Epidemiology and Public Health. Research in prevalent infectious diseases, child mortality, malnutrition etc.

At PAHO occupied positions as Regional Advisor in Training and Research in Public Health (1973-1982) with responsibility to coordinate the cooperation with all the Schools of Public Health in the region; Chief of Analysis and Strategic Planning and Coordinator of a Special Initiative for Central America "Health:  A Bridge for Peace" (1983 -1991); Director of the Area of Infrastructure of Health Services (1992 -1993); Director of the Division of Health and Human Development (from 1993 to 1996).Special advisor to the Director and Ombudsman from 1996 to 2002.

Collaborated with the World Bank and DFID (England) in the evaluation of a Health Project in Africa, (Angola) and in the development of a national plan for human resources in that country.

CAREER HISTORY (EMPLOYMENT AND RESPONSIBILITIES)

EDUCATION AND ACADEMIC EXPERIENCE
After graduation from the Medical School at the University of Sao Paulo, Brazil, started an academic career as an Assistant Professor (full time) in Preventive Medicine and Public Health. Remained at the University until the end of 1972 when accepted an invitation to join the Department of Human Resources Development of the Pan American Health Organization.

· At the Medical School coordinated graduate and post-graduate courses in Epidemiology and Community Medicine; developed research in the field of preventive medicine and supervised research developed by junior staff; collaborated with the Curriculum Committee and coordinated the residence program, particularly for extramural activities in urban and rural areas.

· In 1964 was selected as one of the first faculty fellows of the Milbank Memorial Fund Faculty Fellowship Program.  Received a grant of $40,000 for development of a project for health service and research in community medicine.  The fellowship also facilitated the attendance to several international seminars in public health and social medicine.  The fellowship lasted five years.  Edited a book on "Medical Education and the Community" that was produced by a group of fellows attending a traveling seminar in Brazil.

· In 1967, attended the course:  “Practical Epidemiology and Biostatistics Training Program" at the Center for Disease Control (CDC), Atlanta, Georgia, USA with a certificate of Epidemiological Intelligence Service (EIS) - July and August 1967.

· By the end of 1967 finished a special study on nutrition and mortality of children under 14 years of age in the area of Ribeirao Preto, interior of the State of Sao Paulo, Brazil.  This was presented as a thesis for the Masters Degree successfully obtained at this University.

· After obtaining the Masters Degree in Preventive Medicine went to the University of Birmingham, England as a Honorary Research Fellow at the Department of Social Medicine where he developed studies on community medicine with Professor Thomas McKeown and Professor George Knox.  As part of training received at the University of Birmingham participated in the teaching program of Epidemiology and Health Services Organization and developed a special research on the assessment of the feasibility of discharge of patients in hospitals for the subnormal in Birmingham, England. Published together with T. McKeown in the British Journal of Preventive and Social Medicine 24(2):116-119, 1970.

· In 1970, after returning to Brazil, applied much of the recently acquired knowledge in the strengthening of teaching programs of community medicine at the Medical School.  New studies on the mortality of children were developed simultaneously collaborating with the Pan American health Organization in the "Interamerican Study of Mortality in childhood" coordinated by Dr. Ruth Puffer.


· In 1972 presented a Doctoral Thesis (DrPH equivalent) on "Childhood Mortality in Relation with Social and Epidemiological Factors" - Seasonal distribution of diarrhea and malnutrition in the mortality of children of Ribeirao Preto, SP, Brazil.

The following studies were developed at this stage involving junior staff of the Department and also community teaching programs developed in the area:

Health Services

· Feasibility study and organization of a center for health care data information and analysis. This center, in the region of Ribeirao Preto, initially supported by USAID and the Ministry of Health (PAPPE), still exists now with more facilities for processing data and is supported by the State of Sao Paulo Secretary of Health, 1967 - 1973.
· Study of feasibility and organization of health care in urban areas (Vila Lobato and S.C. Jacques) for experimental model of medical care and training of medical and nursing students in Ribeirao Preto, Brazil, 1966 - 1967.

· Study of the health conditions of a youth institution and development of a health care program (Col. Q. Junqueira Youth Institution, Ribeirao Preto, Brazil).
Mortality in Childhood
Several studies on the subject were developed in the region of Ribeirao Preto. The first (1965) served as one of the basic studies for planning a Latin American study coordinated by Dr. R. Puffer, from PAHO, mentioned before. This study was supported by a grant from USAID to PAHO (Patterns of Mortality in Childhood, PAHO Scientific Publication #262). Training of the principal collaborators of Brazil, Argentina, and Chile for this study was developed with the experience of the Ribeirao Preto project. One of the papers produced, "Mortality Indicators of Malnutrition and Diarrhea in the Tropics" was presented at the Regional Meeting of I.E.A. "Epidemiology in Africa," Ibadan, Nigeria - I.E.A. Bulletin 20:154-160, 1970.

Infectious Diseases
· Tuberculosis. For the purpose of epidemiological surveys, studies were conducted on the standardization of tuberculin test and readers with the development of a methodology published at "Tubercle., London., 50:350-355, 1969.

· Chagas Disease. The high prevalence of chronic cases of Chagas Disease in the Region of Ribeirao Preto allowed the development of several studies on the assessment of control of the disease, the relationship with fetal deaths, and development of cardiopathies.

· Other Endemic Diseases. A few studies on the prevalence of endemic diseases in rural areas of the State of Minas Gerais and Sao Paulo were developed. In some cases, testing and effectiveness of different treatments for public health services.

INTERNATIONAL WORK
From January 1973 to the end of August 1996 worked with the Pan American Health Organization, Regional Office of the World Health Organization (PAHO/WHO) with the following main responsibilities and achievements:

· Produced several reports, documents and manuals while performing activities with the Pan American Health Organization.

· Had opportunity to visit all of the countries in the region and establish working relations with health and academic leaders.

· Participated in several programs of technical cooperation with the Latin American and Caribbean countries. Developed analyses and studies; supervised staff of the Organization.

The following summarizes the positions occupied, responsibilities and achievements:  

Medical Officer - Regional Advisor in Public Health and Community Medicine (1973 -1978)

· Advisor in public health and preventive medicine for the American Region of WHO. Chief of Human Resources Development Unit, Division of Human Resources and Research, Pan American Health Organization. Supervised multi-professional staff (medical, nursing, veterinary, sanitary engineer, dental) in the development of PAHO technical cooperation programs with member countries, particularly in Latin American and the Caribbean area in the field of human resources development.

· Developed projects in the field of public health (institutional development and training programs) executed by PAHO and special projects financed by agencies such as UNDP, UNICEF, CIDA (Canada), Kellogg Foundation, and IDB.

· Coordinated programs with professional field staff in the provision of technical cooperation for primary health care and training of technical and auxiliary health personnel for extension of health coverage.

· Selected and coordinated consultants for expert input in specific problem areas of program development.

· Coordinated PAHO activities in the training of Public Health (Latin American Schools of Public Health and training programs of Ministries of Health). Liaison with WHO in studies and activities in this field.

· Coordinated special projects for allied health personnel and primary care in the Commonwealth Caribbean and Brazil. (The latest in special agreement with the Brazilian Government funded with national resources.)

· Member of the focal group for the PAHO System of Programming and Evaluation of the Technical Cooperation with Member Countries. Member of the Committee for Planning and Development of the IV Conference of Ministers of Health on Primary Health Care (preparation for the Alma-Ata Conference).
Chief, Public Health Training and Research Unit of Human Resources and Research Division (1978 - 1982)

· Collaborated with the Division in the coordination of the PAHO Grants Program, Fellowships Program and Information, Documentation Services.

· Coordinated Human Resources Development in Public Health (Schools of Public Health, Department of Community Medicine and Preventive Medicine, training programs in Epidemiology. 

· Special training program in collaboration with other Divisions (training courses in Epidemiology and in malaria).  Prepared the special training manual in Epidemiology for field workers.

· Responsible for the review of research proposals for the Research Grants Program in PAHO.

· Supervised a special training project in the Caribbean - "Education and Training of Allied Health Personnel in the Commonwealth Caribbean" and in Brazil - "Formacao de Pessoal Tecnico e Auxiliar de Saúde Pública" and later in Central America - "Programa de Adiestramiento en Salud de Centro América y Panamá".

Chief, Coordination of Analysis and Strategic Planning (1983 - 1990)

· Formulate, implement, and evaluate technical cooperation policies and strategies in direct collaboration with the Office of the Director.

· Cooperate in the definition of the Organization's overall long-term plan of activities, in the identification of priorities for technical cooperation, and in the search and mobilization of resources.

· Participate with the Director in working missions at the political and technical levels to widen and to improve the Organization's relations with governments and technical cooperation agencies.

· Coordinate the strategic planning activities of Pan American Health Organization and in charge of the system of planning and programming.

· Develop special projects in cooperation with Latin American/Caribbean countries, particularly regarding a health initiative with Central American countries.  Develop projects and mobilize human and financial resources. This has been the most successful project development by PAHO in the field of public health in recent years.

· Responsible for the coordination of approximately 200 professionals in the preparation of project profiles in Central America.  Development of agreements and relationship with national institutions in Central America including agreements with political leaders and negotiations jointly with PAHO/WHO/UNICEF that successfully lead to cease-fire in El Salvador and Nicaragua in consideration to a vaccination campaign.

· Establishment of relations with Central American Integration Mechanisms (BCIE, CADESCA, INCAP, etc.) as well as with private institutions for support to the Health Initiative.

· Collaborate with U.S. Agency for International Development (AID) and European agencies and close cooperation with the World Bank and the Inter-American Development Bank for some of these projects.

· Organization of three pledging conferences developed in Madrid, Spain with participation of Ministers of Health from Central America and representatives of cooperation agencies from Europe, USA, Canada and Japan.

· Coordinated the formulation of priorities for the health sector in preparation of a special position document for the Pan American Sanitary Conference of 1990.  This originated the establishment of quadrennial priorities for the cooperation program of PAHO in the Americas.

Director of the Area of Infrastructure of Health Services (1991-1992)

· Designated Director of one of the two Technical Areas that divided the technical programs of PAHO.  This was a transition towards a new structure that collaborated to organize at the institution.  The new structure established for 1993 onwards comprehended five Technical Divisions corresponding to the priority needs approved by PAHO Governing Bodies.

· During this transitional period, besides collaborating with the Director's office in the review and planning for the new structure, was responsible for the supervision of the following programs:

· Health Policies, Health Services, Human Resources and Health Situation Analysis.  A new plan for mobilizing resources towards health programs was developed by the Organization.  Supervised the working group who developed the basis for the Plan for Investment in Environment and Health (PIAS).

· A special publication was organized through the Program of Health Situation Analysis "Health Conditions in the Americas" and finally published in 1994.  

Director of the Division of Health and Development (1993 -1996)

· With the establishment of the five Divisions, was assigned the responsibility to direct one of them.  The Division of Health and Development supervised the following programs:

· Health Policies, Health Situation Analysis, Health Research and Technology, Scientific Information, Bioethics and Women in Health and Development.

· In the last few years the Region of the Americas was recovering from an important economic crisis and the majority of the countries were following structural reform affecting the central governments and the public and private sector.  The health sector also started attempts of reform with PAHO initiating a special program for cooperation in this endeavor.

· Designated coordinator of a Special Task Force to develop the basis for the institution strategy of work in health sector reform.  Linkages were established with other agencies (USAID, World Bank, Inter-American Development Bank).  The Summit of the Americas recommended special actions for equity in the access of basic health services.  An inter-agency working group was created and a special meeting organized for September 1995.

· In the preparation of the special meeting of 1995 all the countries of the region were contacted and produced a national report describing their situation in health sector reform and their particular needs.  A publication was produced comprising presentations and the discussions held at the special meeting that was attended by Ministers of Health, Ministers of Economy and representatives of agencies, NGOs and private enterprise with interest in the health sector.
